 President Droupadi Murmu Appointed Retired IAS Officer Arun Goel As The 
Election Commissioner.  

 He Belongs To Punjab Cadre Of The 1985 Batch, Will Join Chief Election 
Commissioner Rajiv Kumar And Election Commissioner Anup Chandra 
Pandey In The Panel.  

 Election Commission of India: 

 It Was Constituted By The Government Of India On 25 January 1950 Under 
Article 324 Of The Constitution.  

 The Body Administers Elections To The Lok Sabha, Rajya Sabha, State 
Legislative Assemblies, Legislative Councils  In India And The Offices Of 
The President And Vice President In The Country.  

 Article 324 Gives The President Power To Appoint Members To The Election 
Commission.  

 Initially The Election Commission Was A 1 Member Body With The Chief 
Election Commissioner Post, On 16 October 1989 President Appointed 2 New 
Members Making It A Multi Member Body For The 1st Time.  

 It Was Again A Single Member Body On 1 January 1990 Issued By The 
President.  

 It Was Made A Multi Member Body On 1 October 1993 As The President 
Appointed 2 New Members. 

 The Election Commission Members Hold Office: Six Years Or Up To 65 Years Of 
Age (Whichever Is Earlier).  

 Goel Would Become The Chief Election Commissioner In  2025.  

 Goel Will Resign From Office In December 2027 On Attaining The Age Of 65
