Adm R Hari Kumar, Visits  

• Adm R Hari Kumar, Chief of the Naval Staff (CNS) visited Nagaland on 07 Dec 22.

During his 

visit to Nagaland CNS met Maj Gen Vikas Lakhera IG AR North and interacted 

with personnel in HQ IGAR North. 

Indian Navy’s maiden Participation at the Hornbill Festival 

• As part of the Indian Navy’s Outreach program in the North East a large stall has 

been set up at the Hornbill Festival. The focus of the stall is to provide local 

youth with information about the Indian Navy, its contribution to national 

security and the various opportunities for employment as officers and sailors. 

• In the first five days of the festival, the stall has been visited by over 4,500 

visitors. The State govt, the Chief Secretary, Commissioner Industry and 

Commerce and several State govt officials too visited the stall. A part of the stall 

was converted into an Audio Visual Room where movies highlighting the Indian 

Navy are being screened. Virtual Reality headsets are also available which 

provided the viewer with a life-like experience and a 3600 view of being on a 

ship (INS Kolkata) and an aircraft carrier (INS Vikramaditya). These sets were a 

great hit with the visitors. IN delegation interacted with the Nagaland Startups 

and Govt officials of Nagaland Industry and Commerce on 02 Dec 22. 

• Some interesting products exhibited at the venue are innovative solutions for 

Artificial Intelligence and Cyber Security. In addition, an Indigenisation desk to 

interact with Industry/ Startups has been set up. The Indian Navy Band which 

performed at the festival, also gained immense popularity.

• Indian Navy Motorcycle Expedition was virtually flagged off from Guwahati on

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3 Service Chiefs Pay Tribute To Gen Bipin Rawat            

• The three service chiefs on Thursday paid glowing tributes to India's first Chief of 

Defence Staff Gen Bipin Rawat on his first death anniversary. 

• Army Chief Gen Manoj Pande, Chief of Naval Staff Admiral R Hari Kumar, and Air 

Chief Marshal VR Chaudhari paid homage to late Gen Rawat at the iconic Hut of 

Remembrance of the National Defence Academy (NDA) at Khadakwasla in Pune. 

• Gen Rawat was an alumnus of Charlie Squadron of the 53rd NDA course. He 

served the nation as the 27th Chief of the Army Staff and subsequently the first 

Chief of the Defence Staff. 

• National Security Advisor Ajit Doval on Thursday said that the first Chief of 

Defence Staff General Bipin Rawat was "resolute" and clear India would not step 

back during the 2017 Doklam crisis. 

• Gen Rawat along with his wife Madhulika and 12 armed forces personnel was 

killed in the crash near Coonoor in Tamil Nadu on December 8 last year. 
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INS Dega Gets India’s First X-band Phased Array Radar    
• INS Dega, a naval air station of the Indian Navy, located in Visakhapatnam, 

Andhra Pradesh inaugurated fully solid state technology and phase antenna 

arrays with electronic Precision Approach Radar that would enhance the 

capabilities of Vizag Airport to recover civil & military aircraft in 

distress/emergency for a safe landing, particularly in inclement weather 

conditions. 

• The Precision Approach Radar is a medium-power radar used to guide aircraft 

from 25 Km to touchdown in adverse weather conditions. The radar provides 

ground interpreted approach through positional information of the aircraft to 

the GCA. 

• The radar was locally manufactured by the Indian private sector company Data 

Patterns. Radar is based on the transfer of Technology agreement of RP-6PA, a 

precision approach radar developed by the T – CZ company based in the Czech 

Republic.

• It is the first-ever IFR in the country with the participation of so many nations

• The IFR-2022 serves as an ideal platform for world navies to showcase their 

prowess, naval diplomacy, goodwill and cooperation in the international arena.
