It said, these efforts have resulted in 50 districts consistently not witnessing any
measles case while 226 districts have not reported rubella cases over the past
12 months.

The measles and rubella partnership comprises a multi-agency planning
committee, including the American Red Cross, Bill and Melinda Gates
Foundation (BMGF), Global Alliance for Vaccines and Immunization (GAVI),
UNICEF and World Health Organisation. All of these organisations are dedicated
to reducing global measles deaths and preventing rubella illness.

The framework enables exporters and importers to invoice and settle
transactions in their domestic currencies, leading to the development of an INR-
IDR foreign exchange market and optimizing costs and settlement times.
